TABLE II (Ready For Action Drills)

1. This table is used to train the fire control and launcher crewmembers to configure their equipment for missile launch and verify the systems operational readiness.  The focus of Table II is on performing “READY FOR ACTION” portions of the Battle Drills and verifying emplacement and initialization criteria.

a. TASK:  Prepare the Patriot system for missile launch.

b. CONDITIONS:   Given an operational PATRIOT system powered up and initialized or a PCOFT, and a classroom with all required materials.

c. STANDARDS:  Crewmembers learn the basic functions of tabs, switches, and indicators, and how to perform applicable “READY FOR ACTION” drills. .

d. SUB-TASKS:  
(1) SUB-TASK 1:  Learn the function of all Tabs IAW FM 44-85-1, ST 44-85-3, and TM 9-1430-600-10-1 ECS operator’s manual.  
(2) SUB-TASK 2:  Learn the functions of all switches/indicators IAW FM 44-85-1, ST 44-85-3, and TM 9-1430-10-1 ECS operator’s manual.  .

(3) SUB-TASK 3:  Recognize Patriot symbols IAW applicable TMs and FMs (TM 9-1430-600-10-1, FM 44-85-1, ST 44-85-3).

(4) SUB-TASK 4:  Learn situational Display IAW TM 9-1430-10-1 ECS operator’s manual.  

(5) SUB-TASK 5:  Learn alert states, SSTO, and ACO IAW TSOP

(6) SUB-TASK 6:  Perform “READY FOR ACTION” drills IAW ARTEP 44-637-30-MTP, ECS ARTEP 44-635-13, Launcher ARTEP 44-635-14, and TSOP.

e.  SCORING PROCUDURES.  Crewmembers must receive a "GO" rating on those tasks applicable to their equipment
