TABLE III (Basic Air Battle Management)

1. This table trains fire control crewmember’s applicable national, and other contingency command directives, emergency action cell (EMAC) procedures, and basic air battle management.  Training will prepare fire control a crewmember to receive, decode, disseminate, and implement alert messages.  Use of the PCOFT, TPT, OTM, or FMSD will prepare the crewmember to perform basic air battle management.

a. TASK:  Acquire a basic knowledge and understanding of tactics and air battle management.

b. CONDITIONS:   Given an operational PATRIOT system (powered up and initialized), PCOFT, or FMSD, Air Battle scenario and database (RAL 1-4), and a classroom with all required materials.

c. STANDARDS: TCO and TCA demonstrate a basic knowledge of all tactical doctrine by entering all tabular data into the weapon system, and answering tactical questions while using the system to fight a low intensity (RAL 1-4) air battle.  

d. SUB-TASK:  
(1) SUB-TASK 1:  Learn the TSOP.

(2) SUB-TASK 2:  Learn the EDWA process and Fire Unit capabilities IAW FM 44-85-1 and ST 44-85-3.

(3)  SUB-TASK 3: Learn basic TBM/ABT defense design IAW FM 44-85-1, ST 44-85-3, and TSOP.

(4) SUB-TASK 4: Conduct Air Defense operations against ABT/TBM (RAL 1-4) threat IAW FM 44-85-1, ST 44-85-3,  TSOP, and ARTEP 44-637-30-MTP Tasks 44-4-9002/ 44-4-9049. 

(5) SUB-TASK 5:  Learn Reporting Requirements IAW TSOP, FSOP, and ARTEP 44-637-30-MTP Task  44-4-9023.  

(6) SUB-TASK 6:  Learn how to read /process a simple USMTF /NATO  formatted 

       ATO/ACO and prepare it for input into the PATRIOT system.

     e.  SCORING PROCEDURES.  Crewmembers must be rated a "GO" on all tasks performed.  Air battle skills will be assessed IAW the PATRIOT Fire Unit score sheets.
