TABLE IV (Basic Gunnery Certification)

1. Table IV evaluates a soldier’s ability to maintain equipment, operate the equipment (All equipment 
crewmembers must be licensed on their equipment regardless of crew member position ), and function within a crew.   All equipment crewmembers will be evaluated on their ability to conduct operator and organizational maintenance on their equipment.  Launcher crewmembers will also be evaluated on their ability to perform “Ready for Action Drills”. In addition to performing maintenance ECS crewmembers will be evaluated on their ability to perform “Ready for Action Drills”, conduct a low intensity centralized air battle, and demonstrate their knowledge of the PATRIOT system and unit tactical directives.

2. Task, Conditions and Standards:

a.  All equipment Crewmembers:  

(1)  TASK : Conduct Operator / Organizational level PMCS 

(2)  CONDITION: Given an operational M927 5 ton, HEMMT, HMMVE, M998 trailer, RS, ECS, EPP, AMG,  or LS with all resources required to include all applicable TMs. Crewmember performs PMCS on assigned equipment. 

(3)  STANDARD: Perform operator and organizational PMCS IAW applicable TM.  All crewmembers are licensed to drive their equipment regardless of assigned crew member position. 


(4)  SUB-TASKS:

(a)  SUB-TASK 1:  ECS and AMG crew members Perform operator level PMCS on the M9275 TON Truck IAW applicable TM.

(b)  SUB-TASK 2:  LS, RS, EPP,  crew members perform operator level PMCS on the HEMMT IAW applicable TM.

(c)  SUB-TASK 3:  LS and RS crewmembers perform operator level PMCS on the Trailer IAW applicable TM.

(d)  SUB-TASK 4:  Missile Reload crew members perform operator level PMCS on the GMT / Forklift  IAW applicable TM.  

(e)  SUB-TASK 5:  EPP crew members perform operator level PMCS on the EPP applicable TM.

(f)  SUB-TASK 6:   RS crew members perform operator and organizational level PMCS on the RS IAW applicable TM.

(g)  SUB-TASK 7:  ECS crew members perform operator and organizational level PMCS on the ECS IAW applicable TM.

(h)  SUB-TASK 8:  LS crew members perform operator and organizational level PMCS on the  launcher station IAW applicable TM.

(i)   SUB-TASK 9:  AMG crew members perform operator level PMCS on the AMG  IAW applicable TM. 



(j)   SUB-TASK 10:  All crewmembers licensed to drive their equipment regardless of 

assigned crewmember position.

b.   Launcher Crewmembers.

(1)
TASK: Conduct “ready for action” drills (Scud alert/launch and ABT) IAW ARTEP 44-637-30-MTP, ARTEP 44-635-14-DRILL, Crew Drill 44-5-DO13, Emplace the LS for tactical operations (Steps 30-32), and the TSOP

(2)
CONDITIONS: Given an Operational PATRIOT system configured IAW a directed Alert State. 

(3)
STANDARDS. Perform ready for action drills and configure the PATRIOT LS IAW ARTEP 44-635-14-DRILL and the Brigade TSOP.  The Launcher Platoon Leader and Platoon Sergeant will evaluate launcher crewmembers.  

c.  ECS Crewmembers:

(1) TASK:  Demonstrate knowledge of the Patriot system, Air Defense tactics, air battle management and system knowledge. Perform system initialization with Mapping as required by terrain. Conduct low intensity air battle operations and Ready for Action Drills. Conduct “ready for action” drills (Scud alert/launch and ABT) IAW ARTEP 44-637-30-MTP, ARTEP 44-635-13-DRILL, and TSOP. 

(2)
CONDITIONS:   Given an operational PATRIOT system, PCOFT, TPT, OTM, or FMSD scenario (Table IV certification RAL 5), and Battalion level tactics and communications tests. 

(3) STANDARDS:  Perform ready for action drills and configure the PATRIOT system IAW applicable ARTEP Drills and the BDE TSOP.  Initialize the PATRIOT system with Mapping as required by the terrain. Conduct air defense operations during a low intensity air battle. (Table IV certification RAL 5), Scores must be above 70 % IAW the Brigade Gunnery Program Air Battle Checklist. TCOs and TCAs must score  90% or higher on a Battalion level written tactics test.  31R/F must score 90% or higher on a Battalion level written communications test.  Crews must be rated a “GO” on all tasks. 

(a) The Fire Control Platoon Leader will evaluate the crewmember’s ability to fight a low intensity air battle using a Table IV certification,(RAL 5), and the Brigade Gunnery Program Air Battle Checklist.  

(b).  Tactics and Communications Test.  The BN and BDE EMMOs and FDC OICs will create  standardized tactics and communications exams.  The exams will be updated every 6 months by the battalions and submitted to BDE for review.  The Battalion tactics trainer will administer the tests.

(4) SUB-TASKS: 
(a).  Sub-Task 1.  Initialize the PATRIOT system with Mapping (as required by terrain). Conduct “ready for action” drills correctly configuring system for directed alert state (Scud Alert/Launch and ABT) IAW ARTEP 44-637-30-MTP, ARTEP 44-635-14-DRILL, Crew Drill 44-5-D009, Emplace / Prepare the ECS for Tactical Operations (Steps 34-45), and the TSOP.

(b) Sub-Task 2.  Conduct Air Defense operations against hostile aircraft and TBMs, (RAL 5), IAW ARTEP 44-637-30-MTP Tasks 44-4-9002/ 44-4-9049.


(c) Sub-Task 3.  Learn Reporting Requirements IAW  TSOP, FSOP, and 

ARTEP 44-637-30-MTP, Task 44-4-9023.

(d) Sub-Task 4.   TCOs and TCAs Demonstrate knowledge of PATRIOT system and unit tactical directives IAW  TSOP, TM 9-1430-600-1, FM 44-85-1, and ST 44-85-3.

(e)  Sub-Task 5.  31R/Fs Demonstrate knowledge of PATRIOT communications capabilities and reporting procedures IAW TSOP, TM 9-1430-600-1, FM 44-85-1, and ST 44-85-3

3.  SCORING PROCEDURES.  Crew members must receive a “GO” on all tasks prior to moving on to the intermediate level (Table V-Table VIII) gunnery tables. Platoon Sergeants will evaluate individual crewmember’s ability to conduct PMCS.  Platoon Leaders will verify that all crew members are licensed to drive their equipment.  Fire Control platoon leader will evaluate Air Battle and Fire control ready for action drills.  Launcher Platoon Leader and or Platoon Sergeant will evaluate LS crewmember’s ready for action drills.  The senior Bn TD will administer the Bn tactics and communications tests.
